The Group
The Action Group on Elder Abuse (AGEA) is comprised of individuals and agencies concerned about the response to older persons experiencing abuse in family, community, or institutional settings in Calgary. The group has been meeting monthly as a steering committee since January 2004. AGEA began as the result of informal conversations by a few agencies concerned with the lack of a coordinated response in Calgary. 
The intent of AGEA is not to duplicate similar work underway in existing organizations and groups, but rather to build upon the programs, services and knowledge that are already in place. 
Purpose and Areas of Work
The purpose of AGEA is to work together to enhance and coordinate the response to the abuse of older persons in Calgary. Additionally, we work to build a greater capacity within the Calgary community to respond to the abuse of older persons.
